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Names of God

Elohim means “God” —to His incredible power and might.

Abba means “Daddy, Father” — Abba is the most intimate form of God’s name, showing us His
character as our loving Father.

El Shaddai means “God Almighty” — He is all-powerful, He is the Mighty One. We can find
refuge and rest in His shadow.

Yahweh Yireh means “The Lord Will Provide” — God will provide for our needs. He is faithful, He
is able, nothing is too difficult for Him.

Yahweh Shalom means “The Lord Is Peace” — God is One able who can give us the peace that
passes all of our own understanding.
